e Vehicles & Parking
o Vehicles will not be permitted to pull up and park next to the fence - standing and lawn chairs only.
o Please utilize the high school and elementary parking lots, along with street parking.
o Please do not park on the practice football field.
e Gate
o Gates will open 30 minutes prior to the game time. Spectators will not be allowed entry prior to that
time.
e Outdoor Contest Seating - 75% Capacity
o 1,000 spectators will be admitted inside
o Bleachers will be reduced down to every other row (50%).
e Other seating options
o Standing room will be available on either side of the bleachers.
o Standing and lawn chair seating will be available outside of the fence.
e Students
o All Wahoo students will be required to wear a mask if attending our home contests.
o All students will be required to be seated with their parents or in the student section.
e Masks
o Masks are required for all spectators.
e Social Distancing
o Please be respectful of other spectators! Maintain your 6 feet distance from others.
o Family groups are encouraged to sit together.

o Concession stands will be available.
